In consultation with my Co-Lawyers, | have reviewed and discussed all documents filed by the
Co-Prosecutors and Defence and the International and National Co-Investigating Judges’ Closing
Orders, as well as other submissions filed by my Defence team. My appellate submissions were
filed based on my instructions to my Co-Lawyers. I am satisfied with the challenges my Co-

Lawyers made in my appeal against the International Co-Investigating Judge’s Indictment.

[ have also been informed by my Co-Lawyers that the International Co-Investigating Judge who
indicted me did not consider it necessary to detain me because I have known for years that I am
under investigation, have engaged with the Co-Investigating Judges, and am not a flight risk nor

risk to any victims, witnesses, the judicial process, or public order.

I remain confident that Mr. ANG Udom and Mr. Michael G. KARNAVAS will defend me

vigorously and will not take any action contrary to my best interests at the hearings on the
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appeals against the Closing Orders.
